d.Ly. tubular fencing installation guide

A simple guide to installing your tubular fence manufactured by Universal Fencing.

BEFORE YOU START
Several tasks need to be completed before you are ready to install your fence;
- Visit www.dialbeforeyoudig.com.au or dial 1100 for help locating underground services
(gas, water, electricity, telephone and stormwater pipes)
to ensure your post holes will not interfere with them.
- Check with your local planning authority to make sure your fence will meet regulations.
- Clear the area of grass, tree branches or anything that will restrict access to both sides of the fence.

TOOLS REQUIRED

The Universal Fencing system includes everything you require to erect your new fence.

All you need is some basic tools which you can purchase from your local hardware store such as:

e electric drill ©5/16th tek socket eshovel ecrowbar estring line espirit level

etape measure epencil ewheel barrow ehammer e5/16th ring and flat spanner

Universal Fencing can also supply you with bags of cement, pre mix rapid set or concrete mix to get the job done.

MEASURE AND DIG

The best and easiest way to install your new Universal fence is to concrete your posts in first.

We suggest concreting the gate posts first. Mark out each end of the fence line, and attach a string line firmly.

Measure or use a panel to mark out where post holes are required. Post hole's should be 600mm deep and 200mm across.

UNIVERSAL FENCING TRADE SECRETS
@3 Ensure the width of the fence posts are included when marking out post holes.
&3 Always mark out gates first, and work your panels around their position
- you can shorten a panel but not a gate!
@ If area has been filled your holes will need to be deep enough to reach into
natural ground, this avoids sinking when the fill settles over time.
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Stand your gate post in the hole and using a spirit level get the post level against the string line then concrete the post in.
Post height should allow for 50mm under the panel and 25mm above. Confirm gate size and concrete the second gate post in.
Once you are satisfied your gate posts are in the correct position and level, begin with the panel post closest to the gate

and work away one post at a time.

Let the posts set overnight before installing gates and panels.

UNIVERSAL FENCING TRADE SECRETS
&3> If installing a pool gate remember the latch post needs to be 1500mm from ground level to meet regulations.
&3> Using a panel a a spacer is a sure way of getting your posts in the correct position.
&= By standing at one end of the fence line and looking along it you can ensure all posts are in line and level.
&= Finish the concrete slightly raised towards the post so water will drain away from the post.
